Register online using Visa, MasterCard, American Express or
Discover. Forin-person, mail-in, or Dropbox, cash, check, or
charge payments may be made. Checks should be made
payable to the Lindenhurst Park District. There will be an
automatic $25.00 service charge on all returned checks and
credit cards with insufficient funds.

Refund Policy

To receive a refund, you must withdraw from a program at least
7 days prior to the start. Program refunds will be less a $5
service charge for programs under $99 or a $10 service charge for
programs over $100. Withdrawals within one week of the start
date will only be refunded for medical reasons or relocation and
will be pro-rated. Full refunds will be given when the district
cancels programs due to low registration. Refunds will be
processed within 14 days of request. Please note all refunds will
be processed as a household credit. Trips and special event
refunds will be less prepaid costs such as tickets, admission, and
meals.
