Lindenhurst Park District is located in northwestern Lake County, lllinois. The District was formed on April 15, 1988.

A fivemember, non-paid elected board establishes district policy and provides direction on program and facility development. Qu
current park board has over 60 years of combined experience.

We have a supporting cast of local individuals, organizations, government, and businesses, allowing our Park District to move
forward progressively and accomplish improvements beneficial to you. Recreational opportunities continue growing with 19
named park sites, two beaches, 15 playgrounds, and 25 parcels of open space, totaling 134.5 acres, which offer great active
features combined with designated passive/natural areas.

We operate a 31,000 sg. ft. Community Center with a fulize gymnasium, 3lane suspended walking/jogging track, aerobic and
dance studios, senior/active adult room, preschool, multipurpose and activity rooms, offices, and more, all ADA accessible. We
have also made improvements at each named park and beach site within the decade, under a tax cap and without a referendum.

There will be an
automatic $25.00 service charge on all returned checks and
credit cards with insufficient funds.

Refund Policy

To receive a refund, you must withdraw from a program at
least 7 days prior to the start. Program refunds will be less a
$5 service charge for programs under $99 or a $10 service

charge for programs over $100. Withdrawals within one week

of the start date will only be refunded for medical reasons or
relocation. Full refunds will be given when the district
cancels programs due to low registration. Refunds will be
processed within 14 days of request. Please note that all
refunds will be processed as a household credit. Trips, onre
time programs, and special event refunds will be less prepaid
costs such as tickets, admission, and meals regardless of
withdrawal date.

Advanced Registration is Required

Families have the flexibility to register for the entire month or by
individual days. Get the best value with monthly registration.

Registration Deadlines

The registration deadline is the 28 of each month.
Registration will be accepted after the deadline if space is
available, but it will incur a $40 automatic late fee.

Daily Registration

If you choose to register using the daily option, you have the
flexibility to choose individual days throughout the month in
Before and/or After School. Daily registration must be
completed before the 28" of each month unless you register
and pay in full for the entire school year. Installment plans are
not available for daily registration.

Monthly Registration

Monthly Registration allows you to register for all program days
during the month; choose AM and/or PM care. You will be
prompted to pay in full for that month or call to set up an
installment plan, breaking the monthly fee into two payments;
the first payment is made at the time of registration, and the
second payment is on the 1% of the month.

Refunds will not be given for any reason. Refunds and date
changes are not available for any Before or After School
Programs, once registration has been processed and
completed. You may stop registration at any time throughout
the school year.

Early Release/No School

The Before & After School Program will observe school
holidays and institute days in accordance with Lake Villa
District 41. Care is available for all Early Release dates,
Wednesday for D34 and Friday for D41.

Inclement Weather/Emergency Closing
The Before & After School Program will accommodate any
90-minute late start decided upon by either D41 or D34.

Transportation

Parents are responsible for contacting the school and bus
service to arrange transportation. Students will only be able
to utilize the Park District and Caboose Park as a bus stop on
days they are registered for our program.
